The average turnout for mayoral 
elections in cities with a population of over 100,000 is less than 30%. 
Similarly, voter turnout for other types of local elections, such as 
school board elections or city council elections, is often even lower 
with an average of 10%.

I try and be supportive community of any local farmers market, any 
local artisan market. All those kinds of things are things that I like to go to really 
regularly

I'm on their email lists, and so I just 
send out like, they're like oh, we're having some kind of a town hall or like, we're 
gonna be working on getting like signatures for whatever petition. 

But I 
think that a lot of what I get definitely comes out of like a digital complex and 
partly, like since I work from home, 

I would say that I found out to put it on a scale of one to 10 I would put it at 
maybe like six and a half, seven range.

“Sometimes like 
I'll just talk 
about with my 
family with my 
parents or their 
family when we 
go to like family 
reunions but 
then there's the 
political wars.”

“And I would get 
articles by 
different news 
organizations. 
And so an issue I 
found there is a 
lot of these 
corporations, 
and companies 
are very bias and 
strong stance on 
one side.”

“I volunteer like 
in like beach 
cleanups and 
stuff like that 
and like Park 
cleanups”

“I believe I’m 
centered like, I 
don’t follow one 
side too strong. 
And I feel like 
people they 
don't, especially 
in politics, aren’t 
that. I think 
everyone’s too 
strong on one 
side.”

“Like I just don't 
know what the 
issues are like. I 
have no idea I'm 
oblivious. I 
haven't. I'm 
unaware of 
what's going on. 
I think that's the 
main thing 
because if I knew 
what was going 
on, then I could 
start to have an 
opinion.”

“[talking 
politics] I mean, 
I don't talk about 
politics too 
often. But I 
didn’t feel bad 
because I didn't 
feel like my 
opinions are 
being judged.”

“Instagram I 
actually deleted 
it recently 
because I felt 
like it was it can 
be very 
distracting”

“So I'm also like 
sharing content 
not only like 
receiving 
content” 
[Instagram]

“So I don't 
usually keep up 
too much with 
local politics. 
Especially since 
like sometimes 
you don't know 
where to get 
your 
information 
from. It seems 
everything has 
like a bias.”

“I don't watch 
the news on TV 
too much. Like I 
spend most of 
my time on like 
my college 
campus and like 
I've never seen a 
politician there.”

“If they can, like 
talk to us, or 
something to 
like, explain, like 
what they're 
doing something 
like that. I'd like 
to know more 
about my local 
politics and the 
politicians here 
are like, what 
their stances 
are.”

“ I think the 
people that I do 
know are 
engaged in local 
politics have like 
very strong 
opinions, either 
in one direction

making and like 
what laws or 
how people's 
rights are being 
affected by the 
government”

“I don’t know. 
I’m not sure. I 
don’t even know 
who the local 
politicians are.”

“I would say 
right now I'm 
not that invested 
just because I 
don't even know 
if I'll be in the 
Boston area or 
like, my specific 
like subsidy of 
Boston the 
Boston area. Like 
permanently”

“I don't think I 
have a lot of 
things like I'm 
not a girl. I don't 
have to deal with 
like abortion, 
stuff like that”

“ [tech] Shows 
people and  it 
lets people just 
read about it 
easier. I don't 
have to leave my 
house to go hear 
about it.”

“I didn't know 
about it, when it 
was happening”

“Probably not at 
all. Again, the 
only time I've 
seen like a like a 
we're having a 
city like a town 
hall meeting or 
something like 
that is like a sign 
put into the 
ground. You see 
when you drive 
by? It's like 
never heard 
about it on the 
TV. Don't hear 
anywhere else.”

“Like, I don't 
even hear about 
people running 
for like county 
positions. But 
you maybe one 
time I did like on 
a YouTube ad, 
but like, I just 
skip the ad.” “abortion is a 

state thing right 
for now. Right? 
It's not country 
wide? ”

“everybodys 
talking, 
especially when 
it's like people 
who are 
influences in 
most of them 
posts like clips 
or stuff on or to 
talk to you just 
to get some like 
views. ”

“I would just 
assume like 
structure. I'm 
just like the city 
itself or like the 
county itself, 
just keeping 
everything in 
like so it's clean 
in shape.” [not 
sure of what 
local gov. is 
responsible for]

“I don't know if 
the school 
system is part of 
the county. “

“Sometimes like 
I'll just talk 
about with my 
family with my 
parents or their 
family when we 
go to like family 
reunions but 
then there's the 
political wars.”

“[talking 
politics] I mean, 
I don't talk about 
politics too 
often. But I 
didn’t feel bad 
because I didn't 
feel like my 
opinions are 
being judged.”

“ I think the 
people that I do 
know are 
engaged in local 
politics have like 
very strong 
opinions, either 
in one direction 
or the other”

“on other social 
media apps. I 
feel like people 
are always like 
debating 
something like 
it's always like 
yelling at you, 
but like Pinterest 
is just like what 
you want”

“I don't think a 
lot of people 
would agree. And 
it's fine. 
Everybody 
obviously, you 
know, has their 
own perspective, 
but I don't want  
to risk having 
somebody look 
at me differently 
because of their 
opinions. For 
some people, 
that's what 
happened.”

“don’t normally 
talk about this 
with people who 
aren’t inner 
circle so nervous 
at first but it was 
fine.”

“I'm not a very 
political person 
or at least local 
politics. I usually 
keep my 
thoughts. So if I 
have to talk to 
someone, either 
very close to my 
friends, mostly 
my parents. I 
don't know. I 
feel [make an 
uncomfortable 
gesture]”

“ I feel like a lot 
of people 
wouldn't agree 
maybe with my 
perspective and 
decide just I try 
to keep it to 
myself or within 
my small circle. 
And just in 
general, I think 
politics are just 
so messy. So I 
would prefer to 
stay out of it.”

“in general, I 
feel like just very 
uninformed. It's 
not something 
that I know 
anything about. 
So just in 
general, there's 
some level of 
discomfort 
about politics.”

“it kind of like it 
kills your desire 
to be super 
engaged because  
so much 
aggression 
coming from 
that, like group 
of people.”

“I think it's 
super bad to only 
have one out 
like, only listen 
to like one 
group, because 
you're only 
getting like the 
people who 
agree with you. 
You're not 
getting the 
people who 
disagree with 
you. Like I think 
it's important if 
you're trying to 
form an opinion 
to hear both 
sides.”

“no matter what 
you do people be 
aggressive 
towards you. 
Which is why  
I'm guessing 
people silence 
about who they 
voted for stuff 
like that. 
Because you 
want people go 
crazy.”

“And I'm not 
like putting like 
my political 
views up there 
anyways because 
its terrible and 
because it like 
divides family.”

“I'd never cared 
to really get into 
it because I saw 
how it can tear 
people apart. So 
maybe that's the 
only thing they 
like stops me 
from learning 
about it is 
because what it 
does.’

“there's such a 
back and forth 
thing with 
people like 
people want 
multiple things, 
but they never 
can agree on it.”

“I volunteer like 
in like beach 
cleanups and 
stuff like that 
and like Park 
cleanups”

“I remember 
there were like 
protests being 
organized and I 
joined the 
protests like 
because that was 
something I 
cared about. 
That was an 
issue that I 
wanted to get 
attention from 
government.”

“ Patria Y Vida, I 
did talk about 
that a little bit. 
With a few of my 
friends who also 
like were Cuban. 
So they also 
knew about it.”

“It was good to 
see like people 
who shared a 
common goal 
and thought the 
same way.

“[I volunteer 
because] I like 
giving back to 
my community. I 
think it's 
important. A 
community is 
made up of 
individuals. So 
it's important 
for each 
individual to do 
their part to give 
back.”

“So that would 
be like my main 
goal is to be 
informed for 
when it comes 
time to vote.”

“That's another 
really cool 
organization but 
at my school, my 
college. Like 
College Board's 
campus. And I 
looked for like 
things I’m 
interested in.”

“ I thought it 
was important to 
have like my 
voice heard. If I 
really like cared 
about the issue.”

Like 
volunteering at a 
hospital or a 
clinic or 
something like 
that.

“So I think that 
on campus, they 
had sort of a way 
to sign up for 
activities. That 
wasn't just you 
hearing that you 
had to hear 
about it on your 
own time. I think 
that would 
increase 
engagement. A 
lot more, at least 
from people my 
age.”

“ I have voted 
before in like the 
Watertown. local 
elections. I think 
that was like 
right after 
COVID Or yeah, 
and I remember 
reading stuff on 
the ballot. That 
was one thing 
and I've just like 
had some 
exposure.”

“Some like town 
gathering, where 
they discussed 
the current, 
what they’re

prioritizing and 
discussion. In 
terms of like 
voting issues, 
local politics. 
Then I think, one 
you're hearing 
real people talk 
about it. And just 
and just hearing 
from from like, 
actual faces is a 
little bit more 
emotionally. 
You're gonna 
feel a little bit 
more 
emotionally 
involved.”

“ I think 
sometimes there 
have been like, 
things they 
things you can 
vote for us for 
like opening a 
new park.”

“nice area, don’t 
see anything 
wrong. Well, if I 
were to go to a 
town hall 
meeting or 
something I’ll 
find out about 
problems that I 
would want to 
help get involved 
with”

“government 
has, like the 
potential for 
incredible 
success, but it's 
one of those 
things that you 
need to like, 
Believe in it and 
give it the tools 
and the 
opportunity to 
like prove you 
right”

“we would be 
dressed up as 
like Disney 
princesses and 
things like that. I 
did a lot of those 
kinds of things.”

“ so often I think 
some of those 
communications 
just don't feel 
like send to me 
and if if they 
were delivered 
maybe a little 
differently, I 
would, I would 
feel more likely 
to be involved or 
engaged.”

“very focused on 
encouraging 
people to be 
involved, 
especially with 
supporting small 
businesses, but I 
definitely see 
less stuff that's 
focused on, like, 
governmental 
process.” 

“ libraries, for 
example. There's 
always a lot of 
information 
about stuff 
there. I think 
that that's 
something that I 
would would 
want to do. I love 
the library”

“But I had some 
experiences like 
growing up 
where I would go 
and like attend 
school board 
meetings as this 
like strange 12 
year old and 
then have a lot of 
opinions and 
things to say 
about weird 
decisions that 
the school board 
would make.”

“I try and be 
supportive 
community of 
any local 
farmers market, 
any local artisan 
market. All those 
kinds of things 
are things that I 
like to go to 
really regularly”

“I'm not really 
someone who 
has ever super 
hype about like a 
campaign 
environment. 
That's just like, 
not me.”

“And like we 
have the 
responsibility 
and the 
opportunity to 
like be involved 
in that and make 
it work for us in 
a way that it's 
positive. That 
was for us but 
for everyone like 
for the rest of 
society and for 
the planet.”

“ I think 
comparatively, 
this is a very like 
engaged place, 
which is exciting 
for me to see”

“But I think in 
terms of like, 
boosting support 
for different like 
different, 
different like 
resources, like 
for like libraries 
or like fire 
departments or 
things like that, 
or like making 
sure we have 
enough, like 
ballot drop off 
boxes like that is 
something that I 
feel more 
passionately 
about.”

“Twitter. I 
mean, Twitter. 
Twitter is about 
again is 
everybody talks 
there.”

“You can watch 
it there is easier 
access to see 
something or 
ever having to 
physically be 
there, for 
whatever reason, 
disabled, 
inability to 
drive, you can't 
go there. So it's 
easier just to 
watch it or read 
about it online.”

“when you have 
something to 
protect, you're 
more like you're 
more inclined to 
protect it. [but 
nothing to 
protect now].”

“ I just don't like 
doing 
government 
things. Like 
when I was 
working at a UPS 
they said, Oh, if 
you become a 
notary person, 
they up your pay. 
I didn't want to 
do that because I 
had to go deal 
with 
governments”

“I'm  a person 
who likes to be 
given stuff”

“I mean, my my 
opinion that's 
like the most like 
local thing you 
can do. It's 
helping the 
people around 
you. During like 
stressful times.”

“Read Twitter, 
some of these 
just like the local 
trending, pick 
like stuff around 
you that's 
trending.”

“I can't think of 
any like big 
[laws] ones that 
like affect me 
day to day or 
affect people day 
to day like 
abortion, gun 
laws, stuff like 
that”

“ I would care 
because 
obviously it 
affected 
somebody close 
to me,  it would 
have to get really 
close to like 
saying personal 
for me to 
actually care 
super hard about 
doing 
something”

“If I was older, 
and I was living 
on my own and I 
had to be around 
to do my own 
stuff. Maybe I 
would look into 
it a little bit 
more. But it's 
like, not 
something that 
as a young adult 
living with his 
parents at the 
focus about.”

“but yeah, I 
think the prime 
thing is just to 
feel permanent 
somewhere and 
also feel like I 
love the place 
that I live in 
enough to want 
to make it 
better.”

“I would say 
right now I'm 
not that invested 
just because I 
don't even know 
if I'll be in  my 
specific like 
subsidy of 
Boston the 
Boston area. Like 
permanently”

“I think in the 
future, I would 
at least need to 
know I'm going 
to be in that area 
more 
permanently. I 
feel like to 
actually feel 
compelled”

renter like it is, 
everything feels 
so impermanent 
that like I've not 
really invested 
time or 
thought.”

“I I know how 
important it is 
logically and I 
show up and  I'm 
sure to vote but 
sometimes I also 
think that like 
just in a very day 
to day way. I like 
I don't always 
know what's 
going on and it's 
hard especially 
when feeling a 
little bit like 
transient”

“feel like really 
optimistic 
because I think 
that, especially 
Gen Z, like at 
large, at least the 
feeling that I 
have this like, 
there's just a 
much more like 
casual 
awareness and 
interest and 
degree of 
engagement that 
sometimes just 
looks a little bit 
different”

“I would say that 
I found out to 
put it on a scale 
of one to 10 I 
would put it at 
maybe like six 
and a half, seven 
range. So partly 
just because 
sometimes I 
think the thing 
that like almost 
like holds me 
back is just that I 
have a different 
connection to 
this community 
than other 
people do.”

“I just kind of 
found so many 
different 
creators, 
especially with 
Gen Z creators 
who wanted to 
start like talking 
about these 
things, and who 
were really 
excited about the 
growth of this 
platform to be 
able to share

“votes are not 
taken for 
granted, the way 
that they are 
sometimes taken 
for granted and 
other in like 
other 
communities 
that I've lived 
in.”

“would be cool 
to see, to see 
something that's 
like more for 
someone of like, 
my demographic 
of like my age 
group or people 
who, you know, 
like work in this 
area, but don't 
like work 
physically in 
there.”

“ I can only tell 
people to like 
yeah, support 
them. But I don't 
think I'm 
qualified to say 
things about it. 
So why should I 
vote for abortion 
when it should 
just be a thing 
that I don't 
decide. I'm a guy 
not a girl so it 
doesnt affect me. 
“

“Again, it 
doesn't change 
my day to day. 
It's not 
something that I 
need to focus 
on.”

“ I don't have to 
deal with too 
many issues 
there. And 
sometimes I 
can't relate to 
some issue other 
people have.”

“You go to a 
small a city 
there, 
everybody's 
there. They're 
like, oh, this 
person is new. 
You're gonna go 
to New York. And 
nobody knows 
like the person 
next door. That's 
just how it is 
some way when 
you're in like a 
busy suburb 
place”

“Where it's like, 
I don't need to I 
don't have any 
issues to talk 
about. I don't 
have any input 
to give. So no 
reason to be 
there. I would 
think there's no 
reason”

“where people 
know each other 
so they'll like 
they'll talk to 
each other and 
like they'll talk 
about issues. But 
I don’t like 
interacting with 
others so I 
don’t.”

“I don't think 
they publicize it 
very easily. 
Maybe I don't 
even like want us 
to know that 
much so that 
people don't get 
in the way of just 
like what 
officials are 
talking about 
because they 
want to make 
the decisions 
themselves.”

“I think 
politicians 
should speak 
either at my 
university like 
they held like 
little 
conferences, or 
in other places 
like a park or a 
center. 
Something like a 
public space. 
Then I could go 
see them. Like 
for free. Like was 
accessible. “

“it's hard to 
know what's 
bias.”

“And I would get 
articles by 
different news 
organizations. 
And so an issue I 
found there is a 
lot of these 
corporations, 
and companies 
are very bias and 
strong stance on 
one side.”

“I believe I’m 
centered like, I 
don’t follow one 
side too strong. 
And I feel like 
people they 
don't, especially 
in politics, aren’t 
that. I think 
everyone’s too 
strong on one 
side.”

“I don't watch 
the news on TV 
too much. Like I 
spend most of 
my time on like 
my college 
campus and like 
I've never seen a 
politician there.”

“I care about 
government 
being 
transparent and 
knowing who's 
in office and like 
what their 
policies are. So 
that I know like, 
where my taxes 
are going, 
what’s 
happening and 
what's going on 
with the 
decisions they're 
making and like 
what laws or 
how people's 
rights are being 
affected by the 
government”

“politicians 
speak and kind 
of like a coded 
language a little 
bit. Which is why 
like, the ones 
who talk very 
plainly I feel like 
tend to do well, 
because then 
people are like, 
oh, yeah, I 
actually 
understand what 
you're saying. 
for better, for 
worse, you 
know”

“And I'm like, 
my guy, it's not 
enough to like 
put some 
random flyer 
like in your 
store. In your 
window. That's 
crazy. Like, I'm 
probably not 
gonna read it. I 
might not even 
ever see it.”

“it's a lot more 
like to focus on 
like the 
economic type of 
participation 
and less so kind 
of like, nitty 
gritty stuff.”

“more 
accessible, what 
kinds of things 
are going on in 
particular 
meetings, like, 
guess what, you 
guys put it on 
Zoom? Like, 
these things are 
simple, they're 
not that hard. 
That can make a 
huge 
difference.”

“like a 
generation that 
is, you know, 
like, I think a 
little bit 
pessimistic. But 
partly because 
there's a lot of, I 
think, like 
political 
gatekeeping that 
happens.”

“I would like to 
see more of that 
would be one of 
just like more 
outreach to 
different kinds 
of like sectors of 
the community.”

“make 
themselves a lot 
more visible and 
a lot more 
accessible.”

“When reading 
and researching 
have to be 
careful about the 
big issue of 
disinformation 
and 
misinformation 
being spread.”

“ this could be 
wrong, but the 
impression that 
I've gotten is 
that local 
governments get 
used to like a 
particular group 
of people being 
really involved 
and kind of focus 
their 
communications 
on these like, 
most likely 
participants, and 
don't necessarily 
put the same 
energy into 
thinking about 
but how can we 
just widen that 
circle?”

“I feel like there 
are things that 
are going on that 
are also just like, 
not things that I 
want to be, like, 
super involved 
in, like, I've 
never felt 
excited about the 
prospect of, like, 
helping different 
candidates get

“ they come 
crawling out of 
the woodwork 
when they want 
to ask for your 
vote, and then 
they kind of stick 
back into it. 

I 
think more 
about like 
regular visibility
